After months of technical preparation, the
Arizona Department of Agriculture announced a
public private partnership to help reduce paperwork
for farmers, landowners and the state with a new
electronic filing system.

ADA teamed up with Agrian Inc. to simplify
the paperwork steps required for the application of
pesticides.  Arizona law requires anyone who
applies pesticides commercially in agriculture to
report that usage to the state. While the data is
important, it’s often difficult for farmers and land
owners to submit.
